Worksheet for Portfolio – Devised

Response – answer the following questions as fully as you can
You are showing that you understand the stimuli and can think of ideas for thinking up ideas to develop the drama work.

· What did you think/feel after reading or seeing each stimulus? (Break this down into three sections if there were three stimuli!). Were there any lines/phrases that stood out for you as being powerful or worthy of mention? Copy them out and say why you liked these words or phrases.
· What ideas did you have for scenes or images after considering the stimuli?

· Do a brain-storm/mind map of the various possibilities that the theme gives for drama work.
· Describe the various still images that you and your group prepared and say what you were trying to show with each.
· If you have an image of work done in the early stages of exploration – use it and write about what the image represents and whether each actor(student) is convincing (or not) and why.
· What sort of character do you think you could play? How do you think you might play this character? How might this character fit into the play?

Development – answer the questions as fully as you can

You are showing that you have ideas for using elements and conventions, that you understand characterisation and that you understand how the actors can communicate their ideas to the audience using drama conventions.
· Write a letter, in role as one of the characters you have played in the Response or Development section to someone who might be connected with the drama even though they are not seen.
· Write a monologue, for your own character, that refers to something happening in the play.

· Use the monologue and annotate it with advice for an actor on how to speak the lines.
· With the same monologue (perhaps using a different colour) give stage directions for how it might be performed ( eg setting, lighting, what any other characters might be doing, etc)

· Write down a piece of script (setting it out properly) from one of the scenes in your play. Annotate it as described above.

· Take an image from your play (or from your rehearsal time) and describe what was happening at that moment in the play. Analyse what each character was doing and whether their body-language, facial expression and proxemics were right for what the scene/moment intended to show.

· Write about any research that was used in the play and how it was used. Say whether it was effective or not and why.

· What costume and props did anyone use that were really effective? Why was this?

· What use of levels did anyone use/any scene use that was really effective? Why was this?

· Were there any moments of tension in the play? What happened?

· Were there any moments of humour in the play? How was this developed?

Evaluation – answer the questions as fully as you can

You must assess whether the drama that you were involved in worked for the audience and whether it could have been improved. 
· In what ways were two or three characters effective? (cover voice, body-language, use of stage, gesture, posture, costume, use of props etc). Describe the characters and some section of the play in which they worked really well including as many as possible of the above points.

· How do you think your role was presented? What was good about it? What would you change if you could do it again?

· At what points did the audience seem to enjoy the play and say why you think this? (be detailed!)
· At what points did the audience seem shocked by anything in the play – and say why you think this? (be detailed!)
· Your audience is a modern audience – did you feel that they understood everything that happened in the play? What would they have understood about the situations presented? 

· What do you hope that they thought about afterwards? What facts did your drama present to the audience – either directly or ‘wrapped up’ in the drama itself?
· How do we treat old people in this country that is different from other people in different parts of the world?

· Do you think that many people know about the cruelty and abuse that sometimes happens in care homes? What do you think people think happens in care homes? 
· Use an image to examine what was happening at that moment of the play. What did the actors hope to communicate at that moment? Was it successful? Examine what worked by looking at the proxemics, the body-language, the facial expression and any other factors that you can recall from that moment.
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
